       Cezanne made simple, everyday objects popular subjects for art.  


       He usually painted still lifes - picture of objects that do not move and 


       are arranged by the artist  (fruits, fabrics, household items).


III.  Interesting facts:



A.  Cezanne is called the Father of Modern Painting.

B.  Paul Cezanne’s dad wanted him to become a banker like himself.  When Cezanne left to study art  his dad sent him a small allowance for for Paul usually spent it on art supplies.

C. He stopped studying art in Paris because he didn’t think he could draw as  well as the other students.  Cezanne watched other artists and taught 
 himself how to paint.

D. Many people believed Cezanne couldn’t draw well because of his art style. He changed shapes and lines.  Paul thought paintings should not  be judged on how real the objects looked.



E. Cezanne was very moody and didn’t have many friends.

F.  He believed that everything in nature was modeled after three geometric shapes- the sphere, the cone, and the cylinder.  He used 
 these shapes in his paintings.

G. Cezanne enjoyed painting landscapes, still lifes, and portraits.  He painted  more than 200 still lifes.
