birth records or passport) accompanied by an affidavit explaining the inability 
to produce a birth certificate. 

 
2. Child’s immunization record 
 
3. Income verification for the past year.  [We prefer a 2008 tax return, W-2s or 

a check stub or other verification of assistance received.] 
 
4. Complete and sign the attached Release of Information form.
