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What is Career Assessment?

     Career assessment begins a career planning process through vocational interest and aptitudes testing. The results of the tests are shared with the student, their parents and teachers in order to assist with IEP and transition planning needs.

     Students will be allowed an opportunity to explore those occupations in which he has shown an interest through “hands on” work samples at the Assessment Center.

What are the objectives of Career assessment?

1.  To assist with the transition planning process to help students reach success in 

    attaining future goals.

2.  To increase student awareness of their career interests, work values and abilities.

3.  To help students begin to learn about occupations that matches their interests,

    work values and abilities.

4.  To provide accurate data and relevant information concerning vocational strengths

    and needs to students, parents and teachers.

5.  To identify experiences that will help prepare the student for future occupational  

     areas of interest, such as part-time work, high school courses, volunteer and extra-

     curricular activities.

Which Students are Evaluated?  

     Students, ninth grade and above who are eligible for special education services are eligible for the career assessment program. Students will participate in a two-day comprehensive evaluation at the Career Assessment Center located at Irving Middle School. The evaluation will consist of hands-on aptitude testing and completion of work samples in the student’s interest areas. Observations will be made related to work skills, attitudes and behaviors, and work related social, academic and communication skills.

     Transportation will be provided to and from the center from the student’s school, and the student will be supervised at all times throughout the evaluation.
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
