Meadow Lane History

Meadow Lane Elementary School celebrated its 60th anniversary in the fall of 2016. Meadow Lane
was not built until 1957; however, the school actually began in 1955 in ten houses purchased by the
Lincoln Public Schools.

By 1957 the Meadow Lane building was finished and the houses were sold.
The name of the school matches the subdivision of the area.

Additions to the original structure were made in 1961, bringing student capacity to 880, an increase
of 220. In 1964, 12 classrooms were added, bringing student capacity to 1,200. This included the
use of annex housing within the neighborhood, making Meadow Lane the largest elementary school
in Lincoln at that time.

Enrollment hit its highest point—1,497 students, in 1968-69 making it the largest elementary school
in the state.

Renovationsand a third addition were completed
in 2006 that included a gym/multipurpose room
nearly twice the size of the original. An addition
of a new media center, 6 classrooms, and a 5th
courtyard opened in 2016.

Meadow Lane currently houses approximately
570 students K-5, along with 80 preschoolers
in four Early Childhood classes to total
approximately 650 students.
